Council International (SGCI) print conference, Print: MKE — hosted by the Milwaukee Institute of Art & Design and
University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee’s Peck School of the Arts — a new print exhibition opens at MIAD this month.

Making Connections: A Juried Exhibition of MIAD Printmaking Alumni, opens Tuesday, February 26, in MIAD’s
Brooks Stevens Gallery, and runs through March 23. It joins the Makers in Print International Exhibition currently on view
at MIAD.
